Mass in St. Brigid's Parish

Some things to keep in mind when attending Mass:

e The seating capacity of the Church is 120;

e Observe social distancing and use the sanitizer at the Church Entrance;

e We strongly encourage you to wear a face covering as an additional measure

e The Church doors are closed at one minute before Mass — the Church cannot
be entered once Mass begins;

e Take a seat and remain there until the end of Mass; children must remain
with their parents, and in the seat, at all times;

e Do not sit beside anyone who is not a member of your household;

e For those who wish to receive Holy Communion, remain in your seat and Holy
Communion will be brought to you; Holy Communion is to be received in the
hand;

e When leaving the Church follow the instructions and leave according to the
indicated “One-way” system;

e Anyone with cold-like symptoms must not enter the Church;

e Those with under lying health issues are advised to remain at home;

e Toilet facilities are not available;

e Holidaymakers returning from other countries should not attend mass for two
weeks.
